Caring for your 
Poinsettia

A poinsettia’s red, pink or white 
‘flowers’ are really bracts – or 
modified leaves – surrounding 
its true, nub-like, yellow-green 
flowers.  During the winter 
flowering season, keep your 
poinsettia in bright filtered light, 
at normal room temperatures 
(above 55 degrees at night) and 
avoid drafts.  Water it well, 
letting the soil dry out slightly 
between waterings.
